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Mediator Asks UFCW and Greater St. Louis Employers’ Council
To Return to Bargaining

And Refrain from Comments to Media

WASHINGTON, DC– A federal mediator has requested that representatives of the United Food and Commercial Workers Union (UFCW) Local 655 and the Greater St. Louis Employers’ Council return to the bargaining table and refrain from further comments to the news media about the status of bargaining between them.

“In order to provide the best opportunity for success, we have requested that all parties refrain from commenting until the conclusion of the mediation sessions,” said John Tucker, area Director of Mediation Services for the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service (FMCS). 

Tucker said that the mediator involved in the discussions between the two sides requested that details of the discussions as well as the dates and locations of negotiations not be disclosed. “This is necessary to protect the confidentiality and integrity of the negotiations,” Tucker said. “And we ask for the cooperation of the news media.”
