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Cincinnati Grocery Talks Resume at FMCS Request
WASHINGTON, DC – The Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service (FMCS) announced that representatives for United Food and Commercial Workers (UFCW) Local 1099 and the Kroger Co. will resume their negotiations today at 2 p.m. under FMCS auspices for a new contract affecting approximately 8,500 workers in the Cincinnati tri-state area. 
At FMCS request, the parties are returning to the table for discussions to be mediated by FMCS Commissioner Earl Leonhardt. “The parties are wrestling with some very complex issues,” Leonhardt said. “I hope we can assist them in reaching a mutually acceptable agreement through the process of mediation.”
