Deadline Approaching
WASHINGTON, DC– The Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service has issued a reminder that the deadline for labor-management grants applications for 2004 is fast approaching.
Grant applications must be submitted no later than June 30, 2004.  Application forms can be obtained online at the agency’s Web site—www.fmcs.gov, Interested parties are encouraged to contact the FMCS Grants office at (202) 606-8181 or (202) 271-8868 with any questions they might have. 

Jane Lorber, FMCS Grants Program Director, said the FMCS awards grants to promote best practices in labor-management cooperation. The grant program supports the establishment and operation of joint labor-management committees at the company level, on a community or area-wide basis, within a particular industry, and for public sector employees. The agency’s grants program is intended to improve collective bargaining while proactively mitigating labor-management disputes, she said.

The grants program which began in 1981 under the authority of the Labor-Management Cooperation Act of 1978 (PL 95-524) has funded a broad range of projects, including outreach, communications, strategic planning, minority recruitment and process development.  Last year’s grant recipients shared approximately $1.5 million in funds.  The maximum grantee award is $125,000.
