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San Francisco Hotel Talks Resume at FMCS Request
WASHINGTON, DC – The Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service (FMCS) today announced that representatives for UNITE HERE! Local 2 and the San Francisco Multi-Employer Group will resume their negotiations Friday at 10:00 a.m.  under FMCS auspices for a new contract affecting 14 hotels and approximately 4,000 workers in the city now engaged in a strike or lockout. 
At FMCS request, the parties are returning to the table for discussions at War Memorial Opera House. Friday’s talks will be mediated by FMCS Commissioner David Weinberg. “This is a difficult situation with difficult issues,” Weinberg said. “We hope the process of mediation will help them find common ground.”  Weinberg commended both parties for their willingness to return to the bargaining table “in good faith.”
