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FMCS ISSUES CALL FOR PRESENTATIONS

FOR 13TH NATIONAL LABOR-MANAGEMENT CONFERENCE

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The U.S. Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service has issued a "Call for Presentations" for the 2006 National Labor-Management Conference, which is set for the Chicago Hyatt Regency, August 16-18. 

This biennial event has become the nation's premier labor relations conference, attended by more than 1,500 labor relations practitioners, academics, arbitrators, consultants and leaders from  government, labor and management. The FMCS sponsors this conference every two years to promote labor-management cooperation and collaboration, in keeping with the agency’s statutory mission.  The theme of the 13th National Labor-Management Conference is “Confronting Changing Times: Paths to Partnership.”  

In addition to a distinguished line up of nationally known keynote speakers, the conference will offer some 60 workshop sessions on labor-relations topics. The agency is inviting proposals from individuals and organizations that are interested in organizing and presenting a workshop on labor relations issues at the conference.   The deadline for submitting a presentation proposal is January 20, 2006.
