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Update from FMCS on New England Supermarket Talks

WASHINGTON, DC—U.S. Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service (FMCS) mediators who are assisting in contract negotiations between Stop & Shop Supermarket Cos. and five local units of the United Food and Commercial Workers (UFCW) involving some 43,000 employees in New England said the talks would resume on Monday. 

FMCS mediators Gerard Gomez and Thomas Carroll who have assisted in several negotiating sessions with the parties said they encouraged negotiators at a Saturday meeting to convene again on Monday and the parties agreed to do so. 

The mediators have been helping to facilitate the complex talks between the supermarket chain and the five UFCW local units affecting company locations in Massachusetts, Connecticut and Rhode Island. The UFCW local units involved in the talks are Locals 1445 and 1459 in Massachusetts, Locals 371 and 919 in Connecticut, and Local 328 in Rhode Island.
